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CRITERIA AND GUIDELINES

The Trustees of the YMCA Central and Anglia Trust Fund welcome applications for grants to support and enable charitable work carried out by any YMCA that is located within the Central and Anglia area or from the work of any bodies that are associated with the Trust Fund itself from time to time.
Grants will not usually exceed 90% of the cost of the project, and can be for up to a maximum of £1,000.
Applications are especially welcomed from groups of young people within YMCAs for activities that encourage engagement and participation.
Wherever possible the Trustees of the YMCA Central and Anglia Trust Fund will, in addition to the usual grants programme, set aside funds to support the participation of young people (staff, volunteers, and participants) in national and international events for example : a National or European Assembly, or a World Council.
Please read the following notes carefully before completing the form
1. To qualify for a grant the beneficiaries must be young people aged 9 – 30 and the project should meet at least one of the following criteria:
a. Provision of training in skills or knowledge directly related to the needs of those 
aged 9 - 30.
b. A Christian spiritual purpose
c. A national or international experience
d. Have a clear focus on young people in governance and/or leadership
e. Adventure training or camp experiences
f. Improved personal or social relationships
2. The application must be submitted at least four weeks before the activity takes place. Under exceptional circumstances a less than four week period may be considered. It will not be possible for the Trustees to consider applications for grants for activities that have already taken place.
3. Applications will only be considered where the beneficiaries of the grant are from the YMCA making the application and where the affiliation fee payments of the applicant YMCA are up to date. 
4. A short project report will be required from the project group following the activity and must be received a) within 3 months of the completion of the project/activity and b) within 12 months of the original date of approval. Payment of the grant is usually made within 14 days of receipt of the report.
5. Payments will only be made against the original submission and requests for additional funds after the submission has been made will not be considered.
6. Payment will be made directly to the sponsoring YMCA or the Executive Committee.

8. A YMCA can usually apply for maximum grant support of £1,000 in any 12 month period.
9. Grants are awarded at the sole discretion of the Trustees and their decision is final.
10. Completion of the application form will mean that any personal data included will be stored and used in accord with our Privacy Notice that is attached to this document. YMCAs should obtain consent from young people that are photographed or named in their final report in accord with their own Privacy Notice and we will seek further specific consent if we wish to publish the report.

Privacy Notice
1. Your personal data – what is it ?
Personal data relates to a living individual who can be identified from that data.  Identification can be by the information alone or in conjunction with any other information in the data controller’s possession or likely to come into such possession. The processing of personal data is governed by the General Data Protection Regulations (the “GDPR”).
2. Who are we ? 
The Central and Anglia Trust Fund (CATF) receives and approves applications for grants from YMCAs in their area of operation. The governing body are the Trustees of the CATF and it is this body that decides how your personal data is processed and for what purposes.
3. How do we process your personal data ?
The CATF complies with its obligations under the “GDPR” by keeping personal data up to date; by storing and destroying it securely; by not collecting or retaining excessive amounts of data; by protecting personal data from loss, misuse, unauthorised access and disclosure and by ensuring that appropriate technical measures are in place to protect personal data.
We use your personal data for the following purposes: -
· To enable us to provide a voluntary service for the benefit of the public in a particular geographical area as specified in our constitution; 
· To administer our grant making records; 
· To maintain our own accounts and records (including the processing of gift aid applications);
· To inform you of news, events, and grant programmes that we are running
4. What is the legal basis for processing your personal data ?
Completion of an application form by a YMCA for a grant means that we may hold some personal data as a legitimate activity of the CATF. 
We process your data as a legitimate activity to enable our grant programmes to run throughout the area of operation. 
We only process personal data where it is a necessary function of completing the approval, verification, reporting and claiming processes of CATF to facilitate the award of a grant. 
There is no disclosure to a third party without obtaining the explicit consent of the YMCA who has produced the report.
5. Sharing your personal data
Where personal data is held, it will be treated as strictly confidential. We will only share your data with third parties outside of the CATF with your consent.
6. How long do we keep your personal data ?
We keep application forms, a register of grants awarded and final reports in perpetuity. Accounting records are held for the year of operation and the previous 6 years. 


7. Your rights and your personal data  
Unless subject to an exemption under the GDPR, you have the following rights with respect to your personal data: -
· The right to request a copy of your personal data which the CATF holds about you; 
· The right to request that the CATF corrects any personal data if it is found to be inaccurate or out of date;  
· The right to request that your personal data is erased where it is no longer necessary for the CATF to retain such data;
· The right to withdraw your consent to the processing at any time
· The right to request that the CATF provides you (the data subject) with your personal data and where possible, to transmit that data directly to another data controller, (known as the right to data portability), (where applicable) [This only applies where the processing is based on consent or is necessary for the performance of a contract with the data subject and in either case the data controller processes the data by automated means].
· The right, where there is a dispute in relation to the accuracy or processing of your personal data, to request that a restriction is placed on further processing;
· The right to object to the processing of personal data, (where applicable) [Only applies where processing is based on legitimate interests (or the performance of a task in the public interest/exercise of official authority); direct marketing and processing for the purposes of scientific/historical research and statistics]
· The right to lodge a complaint with the Information Commissioners Office.
8. Further processing
If we wish to use your personal data for a new purpose, not covered by this Data Protection Notice, then we will provide you with a new notice explaining this new use prior to commencing the processing and setting out the relevant purposes and processing conditions. Where and whenever necessary, we will seek your prior consent to the new processing.
